The MSL Commission uses GoTo 

Meeting to provide an opportunity for members of the public to listen in—join us online or in person if 

you would like to learn more about the Commission and its work. One of the agenda items to be aware 

of is potential changes to the Ebsco database offerings for 2016 and beyond.  The funding source for 

Ebsco (Coal Severance Tax funds) has been declining over the last two years.  You may recall that the 

HomeworkMT service was discontinued in August 2015 due to decreases in the same funding source.  

The State Library convened the Network Advisory Council (NAC) on March 8 to develop budget and 

service recommendations to address a further budget decrease.  School Libraries are represented on the 

NAC by Joanne Didriksen, Helena High School, and Dana Carmichael, Whitefish Middle School.  Joanne,
