REGULAR SCHOOL BOARD MEETING
July 19, 2016

	The meeting was called to order by Chairman Scott Westlund at 7:00pm with members Ryan Young, Lynda Labatte, Keith Nordlund and Andrea Miller present.  Also present were:  Supt Taylor, Joyce Harvey, AD Duane Larsen, Bruce Stuart, Angie Stuart, Tina Westlund, Natasha Kemp, Tracie Smith, Janessa Parenteau, and Roger Britton.
	After a review of the agenda Lynda moved 2nd by Keith to accept the agenda as presented.  All voted in favor.
	After a review of the minutes of the June 14, 2016 regular board meeting and the July 5, 2016 special board meeting, Lynda moved 2nd by Ryan to accept the minutes as written.  All voted in favor.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Natasha Kemp on behalf of OPI presented the school with a certificate and banner for having updated tobacco free policies.  
OLD BUSINESS:  Lynda gave an update on what the town of Froid was planning to do towards the purchase of a tractor.  The town had looked into rental rates that are between $75 and $125 an hour for rent of a tractor.  This is what the school would pay if they rented use of the tractor from the town.  Supt. Taylor said that he was also looking at tractors and skid steers.  He will look into this more
	Supt. Taylor stated that the school will not be appealing the land transfer case to the Supreme Court.  What happens next is now in the hands of the people who live in the transfer area.
	The 2nd reading of the following policies was held:  #1400, #2166, #4301, #4411, #5232, #5322, #7550.  Keith moved 2nd by Ryan to accept these policies.  All voted in favor.
	Lynda moved 2nd by Andrea to delete policy # 4313.  All voted in favor.
	Supt Taylor went over the home inspection of the Urdahl house.  The roof will need repairs and there were other minor issues.  Keith moved 2nd by Ryan to accept the home inspection and continue with the buy sell agreement.  All voted in favor.
NEW BUSINESS:  Discussion was held concerning the grain bins that farmers own that are on school property.  The clerk and superintendent will look into who owns the bins.  More discussion will be held at the next meeting.
	Because the last legislative session changed the rules for when a person can do an internship in school counseling, Mrs. Stuart will not be able to have a provisional certificate this coming school year.  Since this is the case MSSA for a fee of $300.00 will provide material and training for Mrs. Stuart to be the in house counselor.  By using MSSA services the school will be the requirements that OPI has for counseling.  After much discussion and debate, Keith moved 2nd by Ryan to purchase this service with the board receiving monthly updates on how it is working.  All voted in favor.
	Supt Taylor reported that in order to meet OPI requirements for music we need to have a one-eighth time certified music teacher.  He has talked to Jennesy Taberna and she is willing to fill this position for us.  She would receive a contract of $3800.00.  Keith moved 2nd by Andrea to hire Ms. Taberna as 1/8 music teacher with quarterly updates provided to the board on how it is working.  All voted in favor.
	Keith moved 2nd by Lynda to post an ad for maintenance person who would be on call for between 15 and 18 hours a week.  All voted in favor.  This position would start at $12.00 an hours.
	Chairman Westlund asked that the superintendent look into how many rentals units the school should be owning.  Supt Taylor will report back next meeting.
	After a review of the expenses of the hot lunch program, Keith moved 2nd by Lynda to raise the prices as follows:  Student breakfast to $1.50; student lunch $2.00; adult breakfast $2.00; and adult lunch $4.00.  All voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS:  Supt Taylor reported that the Poplar School had approved our requests to enter their district to pick up elementary students on our bus routes.
	Andrea moved 2nd by Keith to void warrant #66333.  All voted in favor.
REPORTS:  AD Duane Larsen gave his report.  The class C caucus will be in Bozeman and Tiffani Anderson will represent the Co-op at this event. The Co-op will meet and discuss coaching assignments.  We are still waiting for word from MHSA on approval of co-oping football with Culbertson.  Sport physicals will be in Froid on July 27th.
	Supt Taylor reported that student numbers should be relatively stable for the upcoming school year.  The paint crew should be finishing their projects the last week in July.  The bathroom renovations are progressing nicely.  The flooring will be finished this week and the tile will be installed the last week in July.  After that, the plumbers will install the fixtures.  We are waiting on some electrical work to be finished.
	The locker room flooring is complete and the toilets will be installed shortly.
	The summer workers are starting to install the remaining Smart boards and finish up other projects.
	The new exterior doors are to be in the first week of August and Geib Construction will start on the framing and removal shortly.
	The two new buses are to be in Billings on August 8 or 9.  Bus inspections will be the week of August 15.
	MCEL is in Billings on October 19, 20, 21.  We need to make reservations very soon.
	MTSBA could not do any training during the summer so they are looking at a date in September that would be good for everyone.
	The new clocks and bells should be in the first part of August.
	The exterior window replacement on the east side of the elementary will be finished the first part of August.
	Supt. Taylor also said that he has started looking at projects that will need to be done next summer.
	Members Lynda and Andrea discussed the need to do the superintendent evaluation soon.  Chairman Westlund will get that information sent out.
	Member Andrea also said that ideas for adult ed need to be talked about.
	The next meeting will be August 16, 2016 at 7:00.  This will also be the final budget meeting.
   	Ryan moved 2nd by Keith to pay vouchers 001-040 for a total of $66,559.27.  All voted in favor.
